*Competition Team - The performance team will attend one dance convention per year, 2-3 regional competitions, 1 potential Na-
tional competition or performance, and perform at community events.

*Professional Dance Recital - All classes participate in a fully staged and costumed recital at the end of the season, tentatively sched-
uled for the first weekend in June. Recital fee of $35 and sale of one program book ad is required for participants. The staff will as-
sume all students' participation in recital unless notified, in writing, by December 1st.
*Trophies & Awards - Certificates and trophies are awarded to each student completing the full dance season at recital.
These items are included in your recital fee. Each student is properly recognized for successful completion of their dance
classes.
*Professional Photos/Videos - Each student has their photo taken in costume in the Spring by our photographer to
be included in the yearbook/program. Package purchases are optional, but are a great momento of your child’s dance experi
ence. A professional program book will include each student’s photo for a $5 charge. A professional video will be made by
a reputable company, complete with graphics, editing, and professional jacket for $26 VHS/$36 DVD.

Recommendations:
o Preschool dancers — Pre-dance classes include Ballet & Tap; Pre-tumbling is also offered which teaches through cartwheels
& walkovers.
o Itis recommended that beginning dancers ages 5-8 take a combo class of Ballet & Tap and the additional Jazz class to learn
the fundamentals in each of the main styles of dance.
o Dancers that have graduated to level 2 and above should choose classes that will enhance their technique in the disciplines.
For example, Lyrical enhances Ballet technique; Leaps/Turns enhances Jazz technique. Tumbling and Stretch/Strength are
enrichment classes that enable the dancer to become more proficient in acrobatics and flexibility. Hip Hop and Jazz are a
recommended combo, as well.

Dazzlin’ Doll Competition Teams must follow requirements set forth in their team contract.

Late Pick Up or Early Drop-Off:

We are not a daycare facility and cannot be responsible for children dropped off early or picked up late. A parent or guardian must
accompany any child in the lobby waiting for classes. Prompt pick-up is expected. A grace period of 10 minutes before or after each
class is allowed, after which $5 per 5 minutes will be charged to your account.
